El Paso Community College is committed to serving as fiscal agent and supporting the goals and
objectives of Digital Expansion Initiative BTOP Infrastructure request. Please accept this as a
formal request of the EI Paso County Community College District to petition for a waiver of the
matching requirement as may be granted by the assistant secretary. This match waiver is being
requested in conjunction with the $15,736,382 grant request. As you are well aware the
economic downturn that has affected the nation is most certainly being felt at both the state and
local levels as well. State appropriations from formula funding for public community colleges
continue to decrease as Texas feels the economic stress during the current crisis. From a
historical perspective, EI Paso Community College has seen state appropriations as a percentage
of its annual operating budget decrease from 47.8% of its operating budget in 1999 to 32.4% of
the District's current $102,892,000 operating budget. A percentage drop representing close to one
half down to one third of the District's operating budget. In addition, the drop in interest earnings
from last year reduced revenue by nearly $1,000,000. Prospects for improvement in these two
areas are not favorable.

Since public community colleges in the state of Texas are funded on a biennium basis, state
appropriations over this two-year period greatly impacted the availability of funds for operations.
For this reason, the District plans to maintain the current 2008109 operating budget on a roll over
basis for the coming 09110 fiscal year except for a modest salary increase to all employees.
During this 2008109 biennium period, $3.2 and $2.2 million, respectively, worth of cost
containment measures were needed to be implemented. They included freezing vacant positions,
postponing planned transfers to the College's plant funds for building improvements and
renovations, cutting travel for professional development, cutting improvement plans
recommended by SACS, freezing work-study matching funds, and postponing the position
reclassification process. Another of the District's three main revenue sources is student tuition.
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Tight budgetary conditions have caused the District to raise tuition rates effective this fall for the
first time in 3 years in order to maintain the same service level to students and the community.
The other revenue alternative was to raise property taxes, which the District has not done since
the 2003104 fiscal year. Raising property taxes was not deemed advisable considering the large
number of taxing entities in the community along with the current economic downturn.

It is the District's desire to continue to support the needs of this large community in a manner
that can reach the greatest number of its citizens while simultaneously holding the line on our
operating budget and not increasing taxes. It is for these reasons that we request that your agency
please carefully consider partnering with the El Paso County Community College

District and agree to a waiver of match requirements related to the Broadband Technology
Opportunity Program grant request totaling $15,736,382. As required enclosed is the

District's audited 200712008 Annual Financial Report.

8. Infrastructure Projects Executive Summary
a) Opportunity the proposed system seeks to address: This application is being submitted by
El Paso Community College under the Broadband Infrastructure Component of the BTOP.

b) A general description of the proposed funded service areas: El Paso Community College in
collaboration with El Paso County are proposing to provide and establish broadband access to
underserved, middle mile; and unserved, last mile; services to eleven communities within the
County of El Paso. The eleven communities identified are Vinton, Canutillo, Anthony,
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Socorro, Clint, San Elizario, Tornillo, Horizon City, Agua Dulce, Westway, and Homestead.
Each of these communities is a designated Colonia, described as an unincorporated, irregular
community with inadequate water, sewer and improved roads.

¢) Number of households and businesses passed: The population of the eleven communities
combined is 140,731; serving 37,580 households. The median income level for the combined
communities is $25,275. Of this population, there is 85% Hispanics, 15% Caucasian, 8% Black
or African American and 2% Asian (US Census Bureau) with a combined population within
the County of 742,062. Ciudad Juarez, the largest city in the state of Chihuahua borders the
City of El Paso. This border is the largest US/Mexico border. The international metro area is
home to about 2 million people and is the largest community in the world where a developed
country and a newly-industrialized county join regional economy.

d) Number of community and anchor institutions, public safety entities, and critical
community organizations passed and/or involved with project: EIl Paso Community College
and El Paso County are partners of Digital El Paso; a local program comprised of partners
throughout the community including the City of El Paso, Housing Authority of City of El Paso,
El Paso Independent School District, and several other community entities. The program was
established to provide free wireless broadband Internet access to the downtown area of the City
of El Paso. The program collaboratively increased the successful outcome of broadband
penetration and sustainability to unserved areas within the City of EI Paso

e) Proposed services and applications for the proposed funded service areas and users: The
services and applications proposed for the funded service areas and users will include mobility
to support public safety and transportation activity in coordination with the City of El Paso’s
BTOP application.

f) Approach to addressing the non-discrimination and interconnection obligations: All public
access will be provisioned as an open network that will operate without any restrictions to end-
users. El Paso Community College and the County of El Paso in both its Middle Mile and Last
Mile Projects shall address the non-discrimination and interconnection obligations by:

1. Adhering to the principles contained in the FCC’s Broadband Policy Statement (FCC 05-151
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adopted Aug. 5, 2005)
2. Shall not favor any lawful internet applications or content over others.

3. Shall display on the Digital El Paso web page (http://www.digitalelpaso.com) network
management policies in a prominent location and provide notice to customers of changes to
these policies.

4. Middle Mile Project will connect to the public Internet, and provide connectivity to the
public Internet to Last Mile projects, such that the projects are not an entirely closed network.

5.Middle and Last Mile Projects will offer interconnection, at all of its Middle Mile and Last
Mile interconnections (where technically-feasible) as well as the central interconnection on
reasonable rates and terms to be negotiated with any requesting parties. This includes the
ability to connect to the public Internet and physical interconnection for the exchange of traffic.

g) Type of broadband system that will be deployed: Based on the success that El Paso
Community College and the County of El Paso has had with the current network design for the
Digital El Paso pilot project, it was decided to use the same network type and technology. The
network type is a wireless mesh network that allows the County of El Paso to blanket an entire
area with Wireless broadband Internet access while maintaining easy administration and
troubleshooting. This system allows up to 54mb speeds via wireless broadband Internet. The
technology standard for this wireless mesh is from Cisco Systems, which is the standard of the
current network system. Also due to the nature of this design, the Last Mile technology will
allow several types of networks to run on the same network. In short, School Districts, Public
Safety, Public Internet, Health Care institutions, First Responders and key Anchor Institutions
could all have their own network segment while on the same technology, thus improving
connectivity, interconnection and an overall end user experience.

h) Qualifications of the applicant that demonstrate the ability to implement and operate a
broadband infrastructure: Fabiola Rubio, EI Paso Community College CIO and Peter Cooper,
El Paso County CTO, will lead the project along with their Network Planning Managers, and
IT support staff with proven expertise and experience. The IT staff for EI Paso Community
College was responsible for the design and development of the Orion Project which provides
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fiber optic connectivity to major K-12 and post-secondary educational institutions in the El
Paso area. The mission of Orion was to use collaboration to support the delivery of online
educational activities and services. The Orion collaboration was the foundation for Digital El
Paso. The County of El Paso’s IT Department was instrumental in the initial design,
installation, implementation and the launching of the Digital El Paso Project. EI Paso County
continues to provide network operations, maintenance and technical expertise. This County
Department offers services to the entire County ranging from help desk, technical support,
business analysis, network design and web-team. El Paso Community College was a key
supporting partner providing the program leadership for broadband adoption and training.

i) Overall infrastructure cost of broadband system: The overall cost to implement the
Broadband system will be approximately $15,736,682. This cost is to include all middle mile
and last mile equipment, personnel and other equipment needed to install the system as well as
to provide the Operation and Maintenance of the system.

10. Description of BTOP Project Purpose:
a) Project addresses compelling problem or presents an opportunity consistent with the
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BTOP statutory goals: El Paso County with its large gaps in geographic regions as well as
unincorporated and underdeveloped “Colonias” form a part of the still existent “Digital
Divide”. While computer ownership and usage had grown nationally since the initial NTIA
1995 study, even in the most recent NTIA studies; El Paso still falls behind the remainder of
the US in access to and use of technology and the internet.

Without this technology El Paso County residents will continue to fall behind in governmental
studies that continually show their inability to develop their familiarity with technology and
will be unable to learn as well as apply the necessary skills in constantly changing educational,
work and social environments. Add to this that the County of El Paso, due to its social,
demographical and rural divisions, incorporates a large entity of underserved population in
regards to not only technology, but in healthcare, education, valuable skill levels and social
knowledge necessary for future development. While EIl Paso is home to many major backbone
carriers traveling through the County of El Paso; only a few if any provide last mile and middle
mile service to most of El Paso County community.

b) Project offers an effective solution to that problem or addresses the opportunity: This
project will provide Middle Mile or Last Mile wireless internet access for these underserved
areas. Because we are coordinating with the Digital El Paso- BTOP Sustainability, we believe
there will be a high degree of broadband adoption.

c) Proposed solution demonstrates broad significance and includes development that can be
replicated to improve future projects: This project is replicating the Digital EI Paso pilot. This
project was launched November 2007 and gave us the experience to understand how to build-
out a wireless network to underserved community and provide programs to drive broadband
adoption. The benefits of replication enhance the success of our proposed network. In April
2009, the City of Mobile of Alabama, Mayor’s office sent a team to El Paso to work with the
Digital El Paso team to understand how to replicate the Digital EI Paso model in their city. We
shared our experiences and lessons learned with them and as a result they were able to replicate
our program in about two months.

d) Whether the proposed funded service area is an unserved or underserved area: The proposed
service areas of this project are areas designated Colonias by the US Government, lacking basic
infrastructure such as water, wastewater and roads. These areas are considered below poverty
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level within the median income being $25,275. The US Census estimates an average of 4.5
people per households; estimating at least 2.5 children per household assuming the household
includes both parents living at home and providing for these families. Unfortunately in many of
the proposed households, however, there is only one parent providing infrastructure, the luxury
of internet services is very limited and in many areas, non-existent. Due to these socio-
economic statistics, our border communities, children, youth and families have limited, if any,
access to technology. Compared to the rest of the nation where approximately 50% of homes
have computers in their homes, less than 1 in 20 homes in our proposed areas have this
necessity.

e) The extent to which the project addresses more than one statutory purpose:

In recent years Federal and State Governments have begun an aggressive campaign to improve
productivity by moving many services to web based applications; Citizens of The County of El
Paso are finding it more difficult to use these services due to the lack of Broadband adoption
and affordability. Many of these services are critical in nature and include access to healthcare,
social security, emergency applications, healthcare, housing assistance, etc.

In August 2000, the State of Texas launched its official e-government site for state and local
government business, Texas Online. The site is a single port of communication with State
agencies and State officials. Texans can renew a driver’s license, pay business sales taxes, and
obtain oil and gas drilling permits, and many other services. The portal’s success has increased
exponentially, from just over 1 million transactions in January 2004. Communities that do not
have access to Texas Online must work harder and less efficiently to do business with the
State. As the portal becomes more successful, the traditional means of providing government
services will soon become obsolete. According to Texas Senator Eliot Shapleigh, “Usage
cannot lead accessibility; there must be access to have usage.” and unfortunately this is where
The County of El Paso lacks. For business established in these areas, the need for internet
services is crucial in having the ability to grow their business. Advertisement can be costly to
these small businesses that depend on their income to provide for their families. Economic
Development is also crucial to these small, impoverished communities in surviving during the
economic downfall. Information and education for existing and future small business and e-
business will also be offered at the training centers. Small business owners’ will learn how to
create a web-site introducing their business, how to create business cards and advertise the
business on-line. Keeping financial records and reconciliation will also be taught.
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11. BTOP Enhanced Services for Health Care Delivery, Education, and Children:

The County of El Paso is home to several Community Health Clinics and Non-Profit
organizations that assist in the various needs of the local area residents that cover an array of
services such as dental clinics, health education, immunizations and animal services. While
The County of El Paso area does not suffer from major natural disasters, its close proximity to
Mexico, geographical isolation and complex demographics challenges local Health authorities
in areas not normally seen throughout the continental United States. The County of El Paso
has been ranked last in Literacy multiplies the need of local health organizations in combating
health related education, services and access.

The County of El Paso will include access to regional Health organizations through its Middle
and Last Mile projects identified with the purpose of providing Broadband — High Speed
Internet and VPN access to local Health, Educational and Medical facilities. While the
majority of these services will primarily be used by fixed area remote clinics through fixed
microwave/wireless connections to Middle Mile towers, local first responders traveling within
Last Mile areas will be able to access (through the use of mobility routers) Last Mile Wireless
Broadband mesh networks that will inter-connect them to local entities to assist in remote site
as well as initial triage of a patient en-route to a local area hospital. The use of this technology
will also allow local health agencies to have “mobile” clinics that can address health,
immunization and epidemic needs while using Broadband connections that link them to
fundamental or core health agencies whether local, regional or national. Such was the case
with the Recent Swine Flu epidemic.

Due to the nature of the County of El Paso being a border region, access by local health
agencies to Broadband facilities in both its fixed and remote clinics can assist in lowering the
epidemic impact of potentially pandemic diseases. The access to internet services in these
communities will provide the school-aged children the ability to enhance their education by
giving them the tools, resources, and skills to complete homework; do project research, college
research and communication to better their studies. The County of El Paso has the lowest
academic achievement rates in the State of Texas. El Paso’s two largest school districts have
the 3rd largest drop-out rates in Texas — rates that have increased steadily for the past three
years with youth consistently achieving test scores lower than the of the state (2002 Academic
Excellence Indicator System Report). Among the adult population over 25 years of age, 35%
failed to graduate from high school, 21% of whom have less than a 9th grade education (El
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Paso Community Plan, 2003-2004).

17. Methodology for Area Status:

The Methodology used to collect the empirical data in the outlying communities being
proposed to be served was survey sampling. The survey tool consisted of simple questions, in
English and Spanish, which assesses a household’s computer and internet status. The survey
inquires if the household owns a computer, if there is internet service to a computer, what kind
of service (dial-up or high speed) and what the current monthly charge is that they are paying.
On the other hand, if the household does not own a computer, the survey asks if they are
interested in attaining one at no cost by attending a formal training or if they are willing to
finance one and how much they can afford on a monthly basis. In all, 306 surveys were
distributed in the outlying areas. The survey show very low adoption rates (less that 10%) but
significant interest and enthusiasm toward obtaining a computer and getting training. The
demographics throughout the proposed coverage area are consistent with a very low household
income.

The Middle Mile Project will interconnect to several service providers as well as key anchor
institutions through the Middle Mile and Middle Mile projects. Currently such connectivity is
only available via 800 MHz trunking (Radio IP) and/or Cellular Wireless Cards. Many of
these agencies only rely on 800 MHz trunking since this is the most cost effective for them at
the moment. Unfortunately as new technologies arise and with the oncoming CAD (Computer
Aided Dispatch System) upgrade in 2010, many of these agencies will be left behind or will
have to secure large monies to upgrade their systems. With this Middle Mile project, The
County of El Paso can provide the much needed bandwidth, access and connectivity to these
agencies and institutions at a fraction of the cost of what they are paying today. This
connectivity will include not only access to Internet, but access to the much needed Public
Safety network that will also use this Middle Mile Project. This methodology was reached via
initial discussions with several of the organizations in our area whom are eager to use this new
Middle Mile as well as discussing with The County of El Paso Sheriff Department whom
mentioned that many of the local agencies are using the City/County run Records Management
System for Law Enforcement. This type of collaboration and regional Law Enforcement
repository requires that all agencies involved have connectivity that allows them to access the
RMS system. The Middle Mile Project would provide such connectivity.

In addition to adoption and adhering to NOFA standards, the technical Design of the network is
based on new metro Ethernet and IP/MPLS standards that allow traffic clouds to be built at
both Middle Mile and Middle Mile Points. This is also an industry/carrier standard to inter
operate and allow other entities to carry traffic across their networks. As the design stands, all
Middle Mile end point locations can serve as gateways for Middle Mile connectivity for
Internet as well as Peering and Interconnection points to other networks, Anchor institutions,
Public safety and Service Providers. And as an additional value, The County of El Paso shall
seek address spacing (own IP’s) for this project in order to allot and provide proper Public IP
spacing for any and all entities whom may desire connectivity. Also, as per ARIN rules, The
County of El Paso shall manage and steward all Address spacing assigned as well as establish
Industry standard methods of communicating and mitigating network abuse, issues and
management.

The County of El Paso, in addition to the mentioned practices, shall incorporate network

management tools (Netflow/IPSLA/NBar) that will automate and simplify much of the aspects
of the entire network and shall incorporate SLA’s with its end users.

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Cost Effectiveness and Affordability

26. Cost per Household (BTOP only):
The total cost of the Digital El Paso Expansion Initiative is $15,736,682 and will benefit 37,580 households
within the eleven proposed communities. The estimated cost per household is $420.

27. Affordability

The first two years of the project, the pricing for the broadband services will be offered to
the households at no charge. This will give the communities the opportunity to access the
services while training themselves to use the services to feel if this is a service they will be able
to benefit. This will also give the El Paso Community College and the County of El Paso the
opportunity to install and extend their services to these communities. This will be considered a
testing period of the project for both the communities and the grantee. At the beginning of the
third year, the services will be offered to the households at the proposed rate of $5.99. This rate
is extremely reasonable given the fact that the very minimal services provided in the area are at
an average cost of $55 per month. In many of the proposed areas, the services are not offered.
Given that these communities are considered below the poverty level with an average
household income of $25,275, the rate of $5.99 is a very affordable rate. Thus, this rate will
allow the grantor to continue to provide training, Operation and Maintenance of the system,
and job creation for the sustainability of the Project. This rate will not afford the luxury of
profiting financially to the grantor. The purpose of this project is to offer the services to the
households at an affordable rate not to make a profit.

29. System Design
Backbone: Core

The key network components that will be used by The County of El Paso will be broken into
Middle Mile (Backbone Access) and Last Mile (End User/Distribution). The Middle Mile
backbone is comprised of the West Upper Valley ring and the East Upper-Lower Valley ring.
These two rings will be based on Microwave technology using radio bi-polarization in the 11
Ghz band (For higher Rain Fade survivability). This solution will provide scalable, low-
latency, wire-speed native Ethernet connectivity up to 1.6 Gbps full duplex while enabling up
to 99.99 percent service availability. The two rings will join at the top of the Franklin
Mountains which will have a redundant connection back to the County Court House (CCH) via
the same technology and leased line (existent) from Sheriff’s Office. Atthe CCH, a 7604
Router will provide inter-connection to ATT networks and another connection at Ysleta Annex
(Redundant) for Internet Access. This CCH will also serve as a Peering Point for Connectivity
(via existing/owned fiber ring) to the City of El Paso, The University of Texas at El Paso, 911,
El Paso Police Department, Region 19 Educational Service Center, El Paso Independent
School District and The County of El Paso network.

This design will provide high speed bandwidth to the Middle Mile core as well as providing a
ring for added redundancy and resiliency.

Backbone: Distribution

Backbone distribution will occur at each of the Middle Mile endpoints located at the Last Mile
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spans and will allow for High Bandwidth interconnection as well as IP/MPLS based transport
services. This part of the network design will also serve as the connection point to Last Mile
Projects through a Cisco 7604 router and a Cisco ME-3400 (Metro Ethernet Switch). This
design will allow not only connectivity for the Last Mile, but will allow Anchor Institutions,
Public Safety, Key Community Entities and local school districts access to the Middle Mile
backbone.

Currently wireless technologies will be deployed to provide connection to Last Mile
subscribers via the Cisco Wireless Mesh system based on 2.4Ghz frequencies which are free
and open. The mesh is based on 802.11G technology and is designed to provide SNR of -76
with 13mb average connectivity speeds. This strength surpasses the 768-3mbps speeds needed
to provide broadband connectivity.

Middle Mile clients can choose several different methods which include:
* Licensed Microwave connectivity

* 4.9/5.8 unlicensed wireless bridge connectivity

« Trench own fiber to Communications Shelter

Because of this open net-neutral approach, local entities have options for Middle Mile
interconnection along with the availability of co-location at the Communications Shelter
located on site.

Advantages:

The largest obstacle in the served areas for Internet/Network connectivity is lack of Middle
Mile transport capabilities. Few entities can afford high Local Loop charges and most
communities do not have the capabilities for DS3 or higher connectivity. Because of the
continued acceptance of Microwave and wireless technologies, as well as the advances in this
same technology in recent years, The County of El Paso opted for this type of design due to its
affordability as well as its ease and rapid deployment. This Middle Mile design will enable the
entire County of El Paso to have a new method of distributing Middle Mile, high speed
connectivity to any community that is within 15-25 miles of one of the Middle Mile
Towers/Point of Presence (POP) by mean of using either a microwave radio and/or a 5.8 bridge
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link. Microwave radios are capable of SDH/SONET speeds up to OC12 and Bridge links are
capable of 54mbps. Also, each Tower/POP will allow local carriers to co-locate equipment so
they may also expand their network into new service areas.

Path to upgrade:

The network has been designed to allow for adoption and continued use for the next five years,
of which during that time adoption rates should have increased to a point where the network is
self sustainable and subscriber rates can be used to re-invest into Middle and Last mile. Paths

to upgrade are:

1. Upgrade from 802.11g to 802.11n

2. Upgrade backbone Microwave to double current capacity.

3. Expand Wireless Mesh into new population growth areas (El Paso has grown consistently
for the last 10 years and will continue to grow with Expansion of Fort Bliss)

38. Organizational Readiness:

History: Since 2006 The County of El Paso, along with its Partners, has been the
technical lead in the Digital EI Paso Wireless project, a model for this proposal design. The
County has had the opportunity to advance its knowledge of Wireless Mesh networks
extensively as well as become the lead in the El Paso area in Wireless Broadband offerings.
Several partners have requested the support of the County to establish their own wireless
networks, both internal and external. The unique challenges of this environment lead the
County to acquire its own technical knowledge in order to maintain and continue to provide
service in the Digital EI Paso downtown area. The County opted to implement and acquire an
additional Internet interconnection and deploy the Border Gateway Protocol (BGP) with its
providers. This connection allows the County to automatically failover to its alternate Internet
providers if one were to fail. Because of these challenges and steps taken to ensure service, the
County has transitioned into a service knowledgeable service provider.

Network Management: The County of El Paso has taken several steps to automate network
monitoring, managing, alerting and reporting in order to ensure the highest of availability of its
network resources. Through the use of the centralized Wireless Mesh Controller, SNMP traps,
availability monitors and SMS/Email notification, the County has been successful in mitigating
network issues that may appear on the Digital EI Paso network as well as ensuring availability
of the network. The Digital Expansion Project includes a network appliance that allows one
stop reporting into all network devices, reporting and notification. The Middle Mile design
also includes wireless mesh controllers to centralize configuration, management and control of
the entire Middle Mile project. These same controllers assist in automating the control of the
entire system by leveraging automatically signal strengths, channels and paths for the Wireless
Broadband Mesh network to take for optimal network throughput. The combination of these
automated tools, network configurations and practices ensures proper network management
through this project.
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Provisioning: During the first year after go-live of the network, all users will be allowed free,
open access to the network which will require no provisioning. Once the billing model is
implemented, users will only need to provide their username and password in order to login.
Username and password will be handled by the AAA servers which will be managed via a web
console that the network administrators can manage. Sign up for new service will be handled
by the Billing department. A web based signup system will be implemented to allow
customers to automatically signup for broadband.

Billing: As mentioned above, The Digital El Paso Expansion Initiative includes 2 billing staff
to ensure billing is properly managed. A billing system has also been budgeted in order to
assist in billing automation. Billing can also be automated through Debit, credit charges. As
will be minimal ($5.99/mo), many customers will be pleased with the services provided.

Customer Care: Currently Customer Care is handled through training centers during day hours
and will continue to be provided this way. Because the Mesh system does not use CPE
equipment, most if not the majority customer care issues can be handled via phone trouble
shooting. In cases where the individual needs personal assistance, they can easily visit a
training center. Both The El Paso County Help Desk and EI Paso Community College Help
Desk are available 24 hours a day. Calls are routed to on-call staff to assist in any outages and
issues that may be found. A customer service and trouble ticketing system has been budgeted
in order to better track and service customers thus ensuring proper customer service and
success of the overall project.

Sustainability

46. Reasonableness

In recent years networking standards, speeds, and equipment have changed dramatically.
Even in recent years, wireless access which was once seen as a “home” connection, has
flourished and finally matured for enterprise settings. Add to this the new availability of
Wireless Mesh Networks and both enterprise and carriers have new options to deploy service
rapidly and efficiently. This was also true with the Digital EI Paso Wireless project/pilot that
was launched in 2007. Throughout this pilot, the Digital El Paso group realized that this type of
technology was not only easily deployed, it was rock solid in regards to providing levels of
connectivity surpassing even local 3G cellular air-cards. That is why when the opportunity came
to expand the Digital EI Paso footprint, it was chosen to continue with Wireless Mesh

technologies along with Industry proven, enterprise class Microwave Wireless Backhaul/Middle
Mile.

This solution allows the county of El Paso to rapidly deploy a sustainable Middle and Middle
Mile that will serve the residents of the area. After various surveys, connection trends in El Paso
and demographical reviews; it was decided to create a network capable of adopting up to 50% of
the current households throughout The County of El Paso. This percentage adds to
approximately 18790 household in the underserved areas of The County of El Paso. It was with
this number in mind that the design was modeled and the total number of units was calculated as
shown in the table below.

53. Demonstration of Financial Need:

El Paso Community College is committed to serving as fiscal agent and supporting the
goals of and objectives of the Digital EI Paso BTOP Sustainable Broadband Adoption
application given the tight budgetary conditions and the capacity to raise revenues through
another bond issuance is limited.

In 1997, the El Paso Community College District issued Revenue Bonds to meet the growing
space needs of our five campus District. Unfortunately, we have reached our debt capacity
with respect to being able to issue additional bonds because the current supporting revenue
stream will not support a new issuance without having to raise the general use fee to students in
the case of revenue bonds, or the property tax rate through a referendum in the case of a
general obligation bond.

Our tight budgetary conditions are to a large extent driven by the eroding contact hour
reimbursement rates which determine our state appropriations. Since our 1999/2000 fiscal year,
state appropriations as a percentage of operating budget have declined from 47.8 % of
budgeted revenues to currently representing 32.4% of our budgeted revenues. Public
community colleges are funded on a biennium basis by the state of Texas; therefore state
appropriations over this two-year period greatly impact the availability of funds for operations.
For this reason, the District plans to maintain the current 08/09 operating budget on a roll over
basis for the coming 09/10 fiscal year. During the 2008-09 Biennium, $3.2 and

$2.2 million, respectively, worth of cost containment measures each year were needed. They
included freezing vacant positions, postponing planned transfers to the College's plant funds for
building improvements and renovations, cutting travel for professional development, cutting
improvement plans recommended by SACS, freezing work-study matching funds, and
postponing the position reclassification process.

Another of the District's three main revenue sources is student tuition. Tight budgetary
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conditions have caused the District to raise tuition rates effective this fall for the first time in
three years to maintain the same service level to students and the community. The remaining
revenue alternative was to raise property taxes, which the District has not done since the
2003104 fiscal year. Raising property taxes was not deemed advisable considering the large
number of taxing entities in the community along with the current economic downturn.

All the challenges described above have forced us to collaborate and partner with other entities
to find solutions and seek alternative funding sources to meet our collective community
strategic initiates. We appreciate your consideration when evaluating the proposal we have
submitted for your review and welcome any questions you may have.
